Student Guidelines for Field Work -- ESS 96

Fieldwork is designed to provide lower division students an opportunity to gain academic credit for work completed in the exercise and sport fields. Fieldwork will enable students to gain a sense for the knowledge needed in sport and exercise science as well as the career possibilities in the field. The following steps and guidelines have been established to ensure that you get the maximum benefit out of the fieldwork experience.

1. Students must have a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or above.

2. Meet with your supervisor to discuss their responsibilities, duties, and scheduling. 

3. Fill out the ESS 96 Application form online ess.ucsb.edu 

4. Attach the supervisor approval form with signature to the online application

5. At the end of the quarter, you will write a paper summarizing your fieldwork throughout the quarter. The paper should be no longer than 2 pages. In the paper, please address the following topics: 

· What were the major duties of your fieldwork experience?

· What duties did you enjoy the most? Why

· What duties did you enjoy the least? Why?

· What did your learn as a result of fieldwork that will help you in your career?

· What would change about your field work if you had to do it again?

· Make sure the paper has an introduction and a conclusion
